I always knew I wanted to go to college. I just didn’t know how to get there and since neither of my parents went to college, I wasn’t sure who to ask. After high school, I followed the route all of my friends were taking. I married my high school sweetheart and eventually had three kids, now ages 2, 8 and 11. I worked every now and then while I was raising the kids, but it was a job, not a career. When my husband and I divorced after 10 years of marriage, I found myself trying to raise my children on my own with very little financial support from their father. I knew that if I didn’t go back to school and get some skills, it would be that much more difficult to provide my kids and myself with the kind of life we deserve.
Although it had been almost 12 years since I set foot on a campus of any kind, coming to TCC felt like home. The advisors on the South campus helped me to determine the courses I would need to get started. Financial Aid helped me fill out the paperwork to qualify for grants and loans. Unfortunately, my need far outweighs the ability of Financial Aid to help. My youngest child requires day care and my oldest child has a learning disability that requires therapy twice a week. My current job barely covers living expenses.  We get some help through the State for my son’s learning disability but paying for books, tuition and fees is proving to be impossible. I moved back in with my parents temporarily to help cut down on my expenses, but we can’t stay there for the three years that it will take me to complete my courses. 

I want very much to earn my Associate Degree in Physical Therapy, but cannot continue classes without additional financial resources. A scholarship from the Tarrant County College Foundation would give me the additional assistance I need to earn my degree. Completing my education would give me something that I achieved that no one else can do for me. It will be a tremendous source of pride for me and my entire family. It is especially important to me that my children see what they can accomplish if they set their mind to something.
